There is open communication with all board members and at least 1 board member will be at each rehearsal for any questions you may have.  If you don’t remember who they are, please visit the website for board member photos. 
Please give a warm welcome to our new Philharmonic Orchestra Conductor, Dr. Kyle Prescott! We are honored to have him on board!
Reminder: There will be no rehearsal this coming Sunday, September 4th.
Our New Vision for the year is a tightened focus on the educational aspect of the orchestra experience along with the conductors working closely to achieve this goal.
Upon Arrival for each rehearsal: Walk your child to their appropriate rehearsal room, enter and sign your child in with the manager. All musicians should be in their seats ready to practice by 2:15/2:20 at the latest in order to set up and tune. Musicians should bring their music and a pencil every single week! There will usually be a short break for the musicians. During this time, if your child brought a snack or refreshment to rehearsal, he may enjoy it outside the building. Only water is permitted inside the building! 
Attendance policy will be strictly enforced this year. Anyone arriving more than 10 minutes late or leaving before the rehearsal is over will be considered absent from the entire rehearsal. Absences from performances are not permitted! Failure to attend a concert is grounds for immediate dismissal from the ensemble. Sicknesses:  Two absences due to sickness are permitted and a note is required from a doctor, parent or guardian. A 2 week notice is required if you know you will miss a rehearsal for any other reason such as vacation or any other schedule conflict. Please ask for and fill out an Absence Request Form. 
Chamber Program:  Ms. Susan Rodberg is the Chamber Coordinator. Chamber auditions are on September 11 between the hours of 12 and 2. Chamber opportunities are for brass, strings, woodwinds (and percussion if enough interest). Chamber will practice 1 hour prior to the regular rehearsal. It’s $125/year. If you’re interested, please request an application. An assigned audition time will be sent to you. Thank you to Laura Sinclair, strings coach and Larry Nemzin, brass coach, for sharing all the exciting chamber information with us!
Master Classes are a wonderful opportunity to hone in on your musician skills! The classes will be held at Dreyfous. The first master class is on Saturday, November 19th. (section and time to be announced). Please keep an eye on the website for more information.
Mandatory Volunteer Hours: Ten hours per year per family is required OR you have the option of paying $15/hr. for 10 hours equaling $150 if you don’t have the available time to volunteer. You may also do both if you wish. Most volunteer opportunities are during rehearsals and before, during, and after the concerts. During rehearsals, you may view all the volunteer opportunities and sign up at that time. They will also be posted at the next parent meeting. 
Our first concert is the Ghouls and Goblins Halloween Concert at the Old School Square Amphitheater in Delray Beach. It’s scheduled for Sunday, October 30, 2011. Dress rehearsal will be on the Sunday prior at the regular rehearsal time. The concert is free and musicians will perform in costume. Siblings and parents may dress up in costume as well. Coolers, lawn chairs and blankets are welcome. The concert is at 4:00. Please keep an eye on the website for more detailed information such as when your musician needs to arrive, directions, etc. 
Attire: Strings: girls: long-sleeved white blouse, black floor length skirt or black trousers, black socks or stockings and black closed toe shoes. No bare legs or open toe shoes! Boys: long-sleeve white shirt, long black tie (not a bow tie), black trousers, black socks and black shoes. No black jeans! Symphony: girls: long-sleeved long black dress or long sleeved black blouse with floor length black skirt or black trousers, black socks, black stockings, and black closed-toe shoes. No bare legs or open toed shoes! Boys: Long-sleeved white tuxedo shirts with black bow tie, black slacks, black socks and black shoes. No black jeans! Philharmonic: Girls: long-sleeved long black dress or long sleeved black blouse with floor length black skirt or black trousers, black socks or stockings and black closed-toe shoes. No bare legs or open toes! Boys: Black tuxedo or black suit, white shirt, black bow tie, black cummerbund, black shoes socks and black shoes. This is a general description only. PLEASE see Musician Handbook for more explicit details on attire. 
Upcoming Fundraiser: Please pick up a fundraiser packet at the September 11 rehearsal!
